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The Santander Group City, built in Boadilla Del Monte (Madrid, Spain) is one of the best corporate headquarters
in the world and one of the most ambitious and innovative projects undertaken by a Spanish company, in terms of
size and operational requirements. The

complex occupies an area of 214 ha

and comprises eight office buildings

and the operational headquarters of

Santander's governing bodies. Further

facilities include the training centre and

its attached hotel, two data-processing

centres, a nursery, the logistics and

maintenance complex, a health centre

and a sports centre, an art gallery, a

golf course, the business centre and a

replanted forest for employees and their

families (Figure 1)

Phase |I, executed between 2007 and 2009 consisted of an expansion and included the construction of
a new visitors centre, bus depot, company canteens, garden store and ancillary buildings, expansion of the
nursery centre and sports building, new restaurant pavilion with corresponding civil works and associated
infrastructure

The design of the Santander Group City was conducted by the architectural firm of Kevin Roche and John
Dankeloo, who developed the winning design of the intemational competition organized by the Santander Group
Kevin Roche (Dublin, 1922), Pritzker Architecture Prize in 1982, is one of the leading exponents of American
postmodemn architecture. Roche's design for Santander Group City had a distinctively Spanish inspiration: low
buildings interconnected by a weave of courtyards, plazas and fountains. The environmental requirements were
met in brilliantly innovative ways

Architect Alfonso Millanes designed Phase |, including “El Faro” Business Centre, which is the gateway to
Santander Group's financial complex. The centre is a creative mix of advanced robotics, hi-res LED panelled
columns and interactive interface design that offer engaging ways to explore the group’s history and global
presence. Visitors to the centre can interact with information about the banking group, money markets and even
the campus itself.

Banco Santander commissioned TYPSA the development of urban planning projects, architecture and
engineering, as well as the overall construction management, and cost control of the two phases. This nomination
to the FIDIC awards is submitted by TYPSA as Lead Engineering Firm of the Santander Group City Project

Santander Group City was Europe's second-largest construction project in 2003, only behind Madrid Barajas
Airport Terminal 4
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
